Write a script, learn the lines and practice your play before putting it on stage.
You will be judged based on adherence to original content, acting, costumes, dialogue
delivery, timing and overall impact.

You will be judged on content, humor, creativity, technique & style, clarity, stage
presence, timing and originality

Instructions for participants:

Participants will be required to talk for one minute on a randomly assigned topic.
Each participant will get 2 minutes of preparation time.
Hesitating during the speech or deviation from the topic will lead to minus marks.
Stay calm and composed and keep your speech clear, expressive and evenly paced
with good intonation and pronunciation. You may use examples, funny anecdotes, or
rhetorical questions to engage with the audience.
The buzzer will go twice. Once at 45 seconds and again at the end of a minute.
You will be judged on spontaneity, creativity, content, fluency and adherence to the
topic.
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
