• Expressing likes and dislikes about characters, character's feelings, setting, 

ideas in stories, and nonfiction texts. 

• Predicting what might happen from details in the texts read. 

• Awareness of synonyms (words with similar meaning). 

• Explaining the meaning of words from context.
