The 

minimum length of an extract will be 300 words.  

• Questions will be on Text 1, followed by Text 2. There will be a mixture of short and 

extended response questions on the extracts.  

• Students’ ability to synthesize across two texts will be assessed in a separate question.  

• The final question of this section requires students to compare the writers’ ideas and how 

they are presented in the two texts.
