RE-REGISTRATION FOR THE NEXT ACADEMIC YEAR 2021-2022:

We have been following up on re-registrations over the last two and a half months and would like to
thank those parents who have respected these deadlines. Parents who have not re-registered their
children for the next Academic Year must now apply for a Leaving Certificate by filling out the form

available on the school website.

RE-EXAMINATIONS 24T AUGUST 2021.:

The Re-examinations will be conducted on the 24t of August 2021 at 10:00 am via a Google Form and
a Zoom link. These will be sent to the student’s official school email ID and students having a re-exam

MUST be present and ready for the same at the scheduled time of 10:00 am on the 24t of August 2021.



HOLIDAY HOMEWORK PROCEDURES AND SUBMISSION:
The Holiday Homework will be emailed to each child to their official school email ID by the child’s

class teacher on the 2NP of July 2021. We will not send this if there are outstanding dues. Parents
must ensure that the Holiday Homework is done over the holidays and not at the last minute just
before submission. Holiday Homework has been given only to those children whose GL scores were
found to be exceedingly low and therefore the homework and subsequent practice will help them fill

in those critical gaps in learning.

TEXT BOOK ORDERS AND PURCHASE FOR THE NEXT ACADEMIC YEAR 2021-2022:

The Book circular has been attached to this Year End circular for you to read carefully. The Ministry
books for Arabic, Social Studies, Islamic Studies and Moral Education have not been included at this
time as the MOE has not released pricing or a list of books. These will be available for order at a later

stage only once the MOE has made the list available to schools.

RE-OPENING FOR THE NEXT ACADEMIC YEAR 2021-2022:
The Academic Year will begin from the 29t of August 2021 for all students from

years One through Thirteen. We understand that as parents you will have concerns with what
this re-opening is going to look like. We will be sending all parents a survey TODAY which we would
appreciate you filling in at the earliest. Please check the school website and your SIMS PARENT APP(
App is for current parents only ) for the link. There will be two survey links : One for current
students and one for New Admissions. The organisation of schooling next year has not been decided
by the regulators. We will follow government/KHDA regulations regarding in-school/ or blended
learning protocols, including protocols regarding social-distancing, and class sizes. As per the current

protocols and with a view to maintain EQUITY across the entire student body, the school is not in a

position to offer 100% face-to-face learning every day. Options will potentially be between FULL
DISTANCE or BLENDED LEARNING. Years 1, 2 and 3 will have a regular school day during

regular school hours, irrespective of the learning model chosen. Younger students have been using
technology very successfully throughout this year and we now encourage parents to spend some time

in the summer to help them hone these skills to a more independent use of the technology.

SCHOOL OFFICE CLOSURE:
The school office will be closed from the 6t of July 2021 until the 8t of August 2021 ( inclusive ). The

timings for 3rd, 4th and 5t of July 2021 will be from 8:00 am to 12:30 pm. We will be having

electrical maintenance work carried out on the premises during this closure and so the premises will
be completely closed. The office closure includes emails to all members of the school’s leadership and
administration as well. Emails received until the 5t of July will be replied to. After that, parents are
requested to kindly email any queries or concerns after the 9th of August 2021. Please note that those

parents who clear outstanding fee dues during the period of office closure will receive receipts and



report cards only once the office resumes. The office will resume working from the 9th of August 2021.

The camps' activities are for youth aged 8-16. Most activities can be leveled up or
down to accommodate the ability and skill levels of different ages.

How much time do students need to allocate to each camp?

The camps take place Sunday through Thursday. Students should allocate 2-4
hours per day to complete the activities. Students can complete these activities at
whatever time of day is most convenient for them.

How do students access the camps?
The camps’ content will be posted on adnocstem.ae.

Who are the instructors?
The ADNOC STEM for Life team will hold office hours three times per week on Zoom
to introduce the camps’ challenges and keep students on track.

How will students know what to do?
Each camp comes with an activity booklet that includes easy-to-follow directions
that tell students exactly what to do.

Will students get certificates for participation?
Students will get a participation certificate from ADNOC for every camp that they
successfully complete on time.

It will contain activities that
can be completed with basic office supplies and materials that you likely already
have at home.
