2) PORTIONS FOR THE FINAL EXAMINATIONS:

4) RE-REGISTRATION FOR THE NEXT ACADEMIC YEAR FOR ALL CURRENT
STUDENTS, YEARS 1-10 AND 12:

Please go through the circular and re-registration form that was sent well before the Spring Break
and has also been attached to this circular. Please make a careful note of the deadlines for re-
registration payments, form submissions and criteria for re-registration. The deadline for re-
registration was yesterday and any students not-re-registered will be considered as not returning
for the next Academic year 2022-2023. Please note that students with outstanding fees cannot re-
register until all outstanding dues are cleared and this must be done without any further delay as

we have to confirm seats for new students who have applied to the school for next year.

5) GL EXAMINATION CIRCULAR AND PAYMENT years 4-10:
We would like to remind all parents to kindly respect the deadline for the payment of the GL

examinations. Payments MUST be made via the Skiply App.

6) DE-ISOLATION / CLEARANCE CERTIFICATE IS ABSOLUTELY ESSENTIAL TO
RETURN TO SCHOOL FOR ANY STUDENT WHO HAS TESTED POSITIVE FOR
COVID-19:

All parents are requested to kindly email the de-isolation / clearance certificate from DHA to the

school doctor on dayani-smchs@smgeducation.org with a copy to the both school nurses on

midhu.xavier-smchs@smgeducation.org and savitha.mariyva-smchs@smgeducation.org

This is absolutely essential for your child to return to school. Children cannot return to on-site

lessons unless the school clinic has received the DE-ISOLATION certificate as a soft copy via email.

7) CHILDREN WHO HAVE TESTED POSITIVE:
Kindly inform the class teachers, the school doctor and Ms. Pinto if your

child tests positive and attach the PCR report without any delay.

8) CHILDREN WHO ARE CLOSE CONTACTS OF COVID POSITIVE FAMILY
MEMBERS LIVING WITH THEM:

Please refer to the updated KHDA guidelines attached to this circular. Close contacts do not
need to quarantine if they do not have symptoms. We will continue to contact trace and we will
tell you if your child is a close contact. If a close contact has symptoms, then as per DHA

protocols two PCR tests need to be done within 48 hours.

9) CHILDREN SHOWING SYMPTOMS:
CHILDREN WITH SYMPTOMS SHOULD NOT BE SENT TO SCHOOL

If your child is showing flu-like symptoms, kindly inform the class teacher via email
immediately and please do a PCR. Once a negative PCR is obtained, the child can resume

school. If a child tests positive, please refer to point number three of this circular.

10) MUST HAVE HYGIENE KIT:

It is essential that an extremely high level of hygiene be maintained by every child in order to
curb the spread of the virus in our school community. Therefore, please make sure that your
child has his/ her FULL AND COMPLETE HYGIENE KIT before they leave each morning. THREE
DISPOSABLE FACE MASKS, AMPLE SANITIZER, SANITIZING/ DISINFECTING WIPES/
TISSUES. Please remind your child about how important it is for them to keep their hands
clean, not touch their faces, wear their masks fully covering their nose and mouth and keeping

a good distance from others.

Dear Parents,
Greetings from St. Mary’s. You will be pleased to know that our school has been selected by the

KHDA to participate in The Programme for International Student Assessment (PISA)
2022 on the 10% and 11t of May 2022 in school. 10tr MAY- FOR BOYS & 11™ MAY
FOR GIRLS.

PISA aims to measure how far students approaching the end of compulsory education have acquired
some of the knowledge and skills essential for full participation in the knowledge society. PISA
surveys are carried out every three years in a large number of countries, that together make up close

to 90% of the world economy. The first PISA survey was carried out in the year 2000 in 43 countries.

PISA tests 15-year-old students in reading, mathematics and science as well as measuring a wider
range of factors including students’ interests, attitudes and motivation. The assessment focuses on
young people’s ability to use their knowledge and skills to meet real-life challenges, rather than
merely on the extent to which they have mastered a specific school curriculum. The questions on
reading, mathematics and science consist of stimulus material such as texts, tables and/or graphs,
followed by questions on various aspects of the text, table or graph. The questions use different
formats: some are multiple choice, some a short answer and some a longer constructed response.
Students have two hours to answer these questions. In addition students are given a separate
questionnaire containing questions about different aspects of their learning, including their

attitudes, aspirations and learning strategies.

PISA has become the world’s largest survey of students and examines student performance in
reading, mathematical and scientific literacy for 15 year old students. It has also become the first
study to assess all the major domains including collaborative problem solving in a computer based
environment. Participation in PISA provides invaluable data on achievement levels and background

contexts and helps benchmark student performance with other participating countries.

The PISA 2018 Main study will take place on the 10t and 11t of May for our School. One
hundred and six eligible 15- year- old students born between 1st January 2006 and 31st December
2006 have been randomly selected from Our School by the KHDA to participate in
this assessment. Students will complete a cognitive computer based assessment (CBA) on

Mathematics, Science, collaborative problem solving and reading, with Mathematics being the main

domain for PISA 2022.

Year 11 students who are part of this chosen cohort must be in school at 7:10 am sharp on the

scheduled day. Please note that ATTENDANCE IS MANDATORY.

KHDA has made it compulsory for the selected students to participate in the assessment. However no

data of individual student’s performance will be identified or published.
